	Describe your concerns: This area experiences high levels of congestion, not just during peak hours but also at various times throughout the day. The difficulty of emergency vehicle access to the hospital in peak traffic poses a serious risk to public safety, with potential delays in life-saving response times. The intersection is particularly dangerous due to the high-speed environment on approach, combined with the stop-and-go nature of congested traffic. This increases the risk of accidents, especially rear-end collisions and vehicle conflicts at merging points. Additionally, congestion at this intersection compromises the safe functioning of nearby roads, such as John Oxley Drive, Major Innes Drive, Kingfisher Road, and The Ruins Way, further amplifying traffic hazards.
